It was already being considered but, like many
other local schools, we have been struggling with
available slots for swimming since the sudden demise
of the old Brighouse Pool.

The package that we have been allocated includes
transport to and from the pool on a school bus organ-
ized by Calderdale (i.e. not the minibus), use of the
pool and the employment of 2 swimming teachers.
Our staff will also be at the poolside as stand back
observers in case any issues arise. The children will
be swimming at Elland Pool on a Friday morning until
Christmas time, and then Brighouse pool on a Tues-
day morning for the rest of the year. More details will
follow later in the term when we know them!

There will be a uniform roadshow on Wednesday 19 May from
3.15pm-4.45pm in school. The displays will then be left in school
until Friday 21 May to enable anyone who can not come in that
day to still get the opportunity to see it. Hopefully by placing or-
ders in advance this will ensure that there are no stocking is-
sues in August.
