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The end of the summer brought good news as we learnt of our stu-
dents achievements in their A Level and GCSE examinations.  
A Level students achieved an excellent pass rate.  Eleven out of the 
thirteen subjects taken received a 100% pass rate with four of these 
subjects receiving 100% A-C passes.   High results were recorded in 
English Literature, Classics, Sport and Physical Education and Reli-
gious  
Studies.  
Albert Gaukroger, The Grammar School’s Top Performer gained A 
grades in English Literature and Religious Studies and a B grade in 
History.  He goes on to read History at Edinburgh University.  Albert 
said he has loved his time at The Grammar School.  “I have had a 
wonderful time.  The quality of the teaching is one of the reasons why 
I achieved these grades, the individual tuition was excellent.”  
Last Year’s Head Boy, Ben Bland of Clifton, Brighouse, achieved an 
A grade in Classics, two B grades in English Literature and History 

and a C in Music.  Ben goes on to acting school in London.  He says his whole school experience has been fantastic, “a 
great journey to the next stage of his life.” 
Dr Scarth said “I am so proud of our students’ achievements. These results reflect their hard work and commitment and the 
high quality of teaching offered at The Grammar School.  The school’s Sixth Form makes sure that people exceed their  
expectations, the community work, trips abroad and other extra curricular activities organised by the school, ensure that our 
students will be the leaders of their generation and ready to make a significant contribution to society.” 
 
Following A Level success, celebrations continued when 
GCSE students learnt of their results.  
GCSE successes this year include Peter Gavin.  Peter gained 
an impressive 4 A stars in Maths, Biology, Chemistry and  
Physics and 4 A grades in English Language, English  
Literature, Music, Religious Studies and a B grade in IT.   
Mark Saville goes on to study Maths, Physics, Sports Studies 
and either Geography or Design Technology at the school’s 
Sixth Form.  He gained A* grades in Design Technology and 
Biology and A grades in Maths, Physical Education, Chemistry 
and Physics, B grades in Geography and Cs in English  
Language and English Literature.  Mark turned down a place 
at a top performing local sixth form, preferring instead the  
individual tuition and academic excellence offered here. 
Younger pupils also had a taste of GCSE success.  Alistair 
Gavin followed in his brother’s footsteps and achieved an A* in 
Maths – at just 14 years old.   Amy Myers and Megan Wild 
passed their Maths GCSE 4 years early aged just 13, gaining 
C grades!  
Dr John Scarth said “I am delighted with these results.  Our students have worked so hard and thoroughly deserve their 
excellent results.  It is pleasing to see so many of them have chosen to stay with us and continue their education in our 
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The new hall, kitchen and dining room extension and refurbishment of the main school have been completed on 
time for the start of term at The Junior School.

The new layout includes new offices 
for the Secretary and Head Teacher, as well as a new Library/reception area and a dedicated room for Music 
and Learning Support.  
 
This has been an exciting major project to complete in a very short space of time and there will of coursed be 
the usual “new build snags” to be put right over the next few weeks e.g. the new book shelves are still to arrive 
for the library. All of the staff and the children are delighted with the refurbishment and the new build, which has 
created a new positive learning environment for the School. A big thank you and much praise is given to all 
those involved in the work throughout the summer holiday, it has been a job well done!
