They
spotted his potential at the 2009 National
Championships and described him as
“one of the rising stars of the Yorkshire
banding scene”.

Calderdale Schools Athletics Championships 2010

On a day of mixed weather, sun, rain and snow, at Spring Hall Athletics Track, the students of
Hipperholme Grammar School set out to compete in the Calderdale Schools Championships, the
first round of qualifying for the English Schools Championships. Many schools from all over the
region were eager to show off their talented young athletes in the hope of becoming the Calderdale
Champions. As the smallest school in the region we always enter the event as underdogs but still
impress, usually finishing mid table. Some of our athletes often make the top seven finalists and
score valuable points for the school team. This year was to be no different. As a team we were very
well prepared and many staff from other schools commented on the impressive kit and very well
drilled warm up that our students displayed. Due to the Year 11 teams not entering we decided to
put forward our less experienced Year 10 Boys and Girls and both teams did the school proud. In
fact | would say they were extremely impressive to say they were competing against students a year
older!

Twelve events took place for each team over the day and an amazing 37 of our athletes achieved
finalist positions and scored points in their events. As you can see, this year it was an exceptional
year for our athletes!

Overall team
positions were just as impressive with most of our teams once again finishing above half way in the
rankings.

The most impressive result of the day is clearly the Year 10 Boys team who competed against
athletes in the year above but still managed to achieve a finalist in 11 of the 12 events. The Year 9
Boys only just fell short of the Year 10s by having 10 finalists from a possible 12.



One of the highlights of the day was watching
the response of the crowd when Sarah
Roberts was marking out her run up for the
Javelin, no other competitor had done such a
thing so they knew to expect something
impressive. On her warm up throw, the crowd
and PE staff from all schools stood and
watched in admiration, other girls competing
against her wanted to walk away and quit, but
better was still to come. Competing with a
slight injury Sarah managed a huge 36m
throw which was the best throw of the day,
including that of the 6" form boys’ event!
When vyou consider that Jessica Ennis,
Olympian, is throwing just over 40m, then
Sarah’s throw is no mean feat. Well done
Sarah!

Internationally

Hipperholme Grammar School's Sports
Scholarship  holder, Liam Stedman,
achieved yet another accolade on 27th
March 2010 when he was ranked 8th
internationally, in the Home Countries’
International Schools’ Cross Country
Competition. Representing  England,
thirteen year old Liam competed against
the best athletes from Scotland, Wales
and Ireland as he ran the race in Truro,
Cornwall.

He was chosen to compete for his country,

after qualifying in 7th place in the National
Schools’ Cross Country competition which
took place the week before. The school
also had two other athletes competing in
this event; Paul Davis (13) of Clifton,
Brighouse and Sarah Roberts (16) of
Brighouse who were ranked in the top 150
runners (there were over 300!).

English Schools Athletics Cup

The athletes from Hipperholme Grammar School showed their true colours on Tuesday 18
May at the West Yorkshire Round of the National Cup. Up to 32 schools were competing in
this tough event from all across the region. Once again Hipperholme were up against the
likes of Sports Colleges, large comprehensive schools and large independent schools. The
event is split into four sections; Junior Girls, Junior Boys, Inter Girls and Inter Boys.

The competition requires 12 girls and 14 boys to compete in two events each from track,
field and relays. The distance or time an individual scores equates to a number of points.
Over the four days of competition, the highest scoring teams progress through to the semi
finals of the National Cup which will take place in June. Of the four teams who entered, two
teams have qualified for the semi finals, the Junior Girls and the Inter Boys.

Under 13 Girls — 8" out of 32 Schools
Under 15 Girls — 9" out of 28 Schools
Under 15 Boys — 4™ out of 27 Schools

You can see from the results that all of our teams were outstanding and that is down to the
attitude and commitment of all of our students. However, a special mention must go to a
few students who achieved in excess of 20 points in an individual event. Twenty points is a
remarkable performance and worthy of county standards in athletics.
